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Installing the Seeker Sweeper
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Connect the sweeper to the tow vehicle

1. Reverse the vehicle to line up the pintle hook and the pintle ring

2. Once the pintle ring is over the hook, lower the ring using the jack 
stand, then close and secure the hook

3. Clip on the safety chains and connect the trailer lights 

4. Raise the jack stand and move it to the horizontal position by 
removing and reinstalling the spring pin

5. Ensure that the tongue is as level as possible. This can be 
adjusted by changing the mounting position of the pintle ring on 
the tongue.
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Operating the Seeker Sweeper
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The Seeker Airmag is most effective when the magnet is as close to 
the ground as possible. If you are sweeping in a large flat area, set 
the sweeping height low. Set the sweeping height high if there are 
bumps or short obstructions. 

The size and quantity of debris that is being collected will also 
impact the sweeping height (more or larger debris should be 
collected at a higher sweeping height). 

In areas with more debris it is recommended to clean off the 
sweeper more often to ensure all debris is collected

The magnet effectiveness is also impacted by the sweeping speed. 
This magnet has been designed to be effective at a maximum 
25km/h (~15.5mph), however, the sweeper will better collect debris 
at lower speeds.

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Set Sweeping Height

The height adjustment setting for the Seeker Magnetic Sweeper is 
located above each wheel. The sweeper is more effective at lower 
uyggrkpi"jgkijvu."jqygxgt."vq"uyggr"cv"jgkijvu"nqygt"vjcp"4Ҷ"vjg"
sweeping area must be very flat, and debris must be very small.
